1. Investigating means of providing scholarships  for EU students to study at the ESI

It is appreciated if EU Member States can investigate means of providing scholarships opportunities for EU students that wish to study at the European Studies Institute. Such scholarships may follow schemes similar to those in place at the College of Europe.

Assistance from Embassies of EU Members States is sought in this respect. Scholarships' scheme may help covering totally or partially travel, accommodation, living costs, tuition fees for a number of EU students that wish to study at the Master's programmes and/or would like to be enrolled in shorter training programmes at the ESI.  

2. Proposals for establishing the Board of Trustees
EU Member States already actively contribute through the Governing Board to make the European Studies Institute an outstanding and leading training institution in EU studies. 

EU Member States have an additional opportunity to ensure that the European Studies Institute is more and more recognised as an outstanding training institute by becoming Members of the Board of Trustees. As a rule, the Board of Trustees' Members are high level representatives of state and government bodies, industry, finances, scientific and cultural circles.

The purpose of the Board of Trustees is to advice on how to further develop the ESI training programme in order to achieve the ESI statutory objective, helping attract to this end additional financial resources to develop additional courses and/or providing scholarships, etc.. 

Therefore the Board of Trustees is open to those who wish to contribute to improve the quality of training at the ESI. To help ensure that this goal is met an "entry ticket" will be established. Those who wish to become Board of Trustees Members may provide their contribution choosing one of the following options:

· Entry ticket such as funding additional courses at the ESI and/or funding scholarships schemes; 

· Entry ticket, in kind contribution such as ensuring the involvement of national training Institutions/Universities dealing with European Studies, that may organise summer study period for the ESI students on a regular-term basis.
