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SUMMARY REPORT 

OF THE ESI MASTER PROGRAMME – STUDENTS' ENROLLEMENT 

2008-2009 ACADEMIC YEAR

The call for the admission of new students at the third intake of the Master's Programme in EU studies at the European Studies Institute (ESI), academic year 2008-2009, was opened on 1 March 2008 with a deadline of 31 May 2008. 

The call was published on the ESI website at www.eurocollege.ru. Information about the new call was sent to the federal Ministries, Agencies and Services since the primary target group of the ESI is composed of young officials serving in the federal bodies and dealing with Russia-EU relations. 

At the end of the call, 150 applications were submitted from candidates serving in Russian Ministries, Agencies and Services as well as from individual on personal basis. Out of 150 applications only 131 applicants provided full dossier. The ESI administration checked the dossier received had complete information; that applicants fulfilled the admission criteria and that all dossiers were received according the deadline. Further to this review, 120 applications were considered valid by the ESI administration and submitted to the selection committee for further evaluation. 

The members of the selection committee started the evaluation process on 01.06.08 and completed by 15.07.08. Only 108 applicants resulted to be above the threshold of 51 points. As of results 108 students are enrolled at the second intake of the Master Programme in EU Studies at the ESI 

The new students are coming from the following bodies:

· Federal Ministries: 60 students

· Agencies:  2 students

· Services: 21 students

· Other bodies: 7 students

· Fee-based: 8 students

Students are divided by areas of specialisations as follows:

· EU law: 44

· EU economics: 34

· EU politics: 21

Annex I

Criteria and documents for selecting students 


Applications for the Master's programme in EU studies at the European Studies Institute can be submitted by any candidate irrespective of citizenship, higher education institution completed and area of study. Applicants should submit to the Selection committee the following documents (dossier):

· Application in Russian in both hard copy and electronic version; 

· CV, both hard copy and electronic version, in English (to be filled accurately point by point); 

· Structured motivation letter in English and Russian explaining the reasons for applying to the ESI (in both hard copy and electronic version); 

· Copy of diplomas with the list of detailed credits obtained during their studies  (both hard copy and scanned electronic version) 

· Recommendation letter from employer for applicants holding a job ( is considered as an asset) 

· 3 photos 3x4, 3 photos 4x6 

· Copy of the ID-document 

Applicants from Russia and NIS countries must fulfil the following criteria: 
· Complete higher education degree in accordance with the Russian legislation or the legislation of the NIS country of origin; 

· Be fluent in Russian; 

· Working knowledge of a working language of the European Union; 

· Preference will be given to applicants working in the fields related to international cooperation. 

Applicants from countries other than Russia and NIS must fulfil the following criteria: 
· Complete higher education degree in accordance with the legislation of the country of origin; 

· Be fluent in a working language of the European Union; 

· Working knowledge of Russian language both written and oral; 

· Preference will be given to applicants working in the fields related to international cooperation. 

Annex II

Selection Procedure

The selection committee to review students' applications is composed of 4 Board members, representing Russian and EU side. Board members may delegate the task to experts. The composition of the committee can be reviewed on rotation basis. Electronic version of documents will be forwarded by the ESI administration to committee members.

The procedure may follow a three-step approach: a) review of CV received by email. Members of the selection committee inform the ESI administration about their decisions; b) in case of remarks /questions from the committee' members, a committee member is entrusted to make phone interviews with an applicant and to submit his/her opinion to the selection committee and to the ESI administration; c) if there are more controversial cases, all committee members will interview the applicant/s concerned and submit approved among them decision to the ESI administration.

Selection procedure is established and approved by the decision of the Governing Board of the European Studies Institute.
