2. Assessment of implementation of Action activities

2.1. Activities and results
         Activity 1:

        ESI student selection for 2006-2007 academic year 

Students at the ESI can be Russian and foreign post-graduated citizens, freely speaking Russian and with working command of one of the languages of the /European Union.  Additional professional education and/or work experience in international cooperation constitute an advantage for the admission to the ESI.

For the academic year 2006-2007, about 50 students were selected from Russian Ministries, Services and Agencies (for the list of selected students, see Annex 1).

Activity 2:

Recruitment of teachers for Master’s programme and short-term courses for 2006-2007.

Suitable teachers have been identified by the ESI administration in cooperation with the College of Europe according to the following recruitment criteria:

· -At least 5 years of proven teaching/research/ practical experience in the field(s) relevant to the subject taught at the Master's programme in EU studies

· Experience as a visiting professor in EU MS or in Russia and/or NIS in the area of EU studies.

· Participation in international conferences and forums on International Relations and EU Integration Studies is considered as an advantage.

Candidates,  asked to submit their CV and a short description of the module concerned, have been identified through the following universities, training institutions and professional bodies: MGIMO, College of Europe and via College of Europe, Institute of Europe at the Russian Academy of Science, T.M.C Asser Institute, Klishin and Partners, Gazprombank, Peoples’ Friendship University of Russia, Gazprom, Moscow State Academy of Law, European Commission, Ministry of Foreign Affaires, Russian Federal Antitrust Agency, WTO Information center, European Court of Justice, European Union Civil Service Tribunal.

18 teachers have been recruited for the first semester and 40 teachers for two specializations of the second semester (the list of teachers is reported in the Annex 2).

Activity 3:

Ceremony of the ESI official opening and speech with EC Commissioner B.Ferrero-Waldner and Minister of FA of the RF S. Lavrov.

The ceremony took place on October 23, 2006 at MGIMO. EC and EU MS diplomatic officials, Russian Presidential Administration representatives and ministries officials, mass-media, ESI first intake students, MGIMO and universities-partners took place in the event.

At the official opening, Ms Benita Ferrero-Waldner, Commissioner in charge of External Relations and European Neighbourhood Policy, Minister of Foreign Affairs of Russia, Sergey Lavrov and Sergey Yarshzhembski, special advisor to President Putin on EU-Russia relations were present. The ceremony was preceded by a speech of Commissioner Ferrero-Waldner addressed to students, teachers, officials of Russian ministries and representatives of EU MS diplomatic missions to Russia.

The opening ceremony marked an official start of this important EU-Russia initiative and contributed to enhance the prestige and visibility of the newly born institution. 

On the occasion of the opening ceremony and during the entire reporting period, the information about the ESI, its aims and activities has been disseminated in the society (for more information see Annex 17). 

Activity 4:

Launch and implementation of the Master’s programme (EU law and EU economy specializations) –2006-2007 academic year 

The Master’s programme has been developed in cooperation with the College of Europe (Bruges, Belgium), the partner institution. The curriculum of the Master’s programme is in line with the Russian federal education standards and therefore students, once completed the programme, receive a state recognised diploma..

Duration of the programme: 3 terms, each term lasting 6 months for a total of 1,5 years. Two terms include in-class studies lasting 10 months and one term is dedicated to the preparation and presentation of a Master’s thesis.

Students successfully studying at the master’s program and defending a Master’s thesis are granted a state- recognized Master’s diploma and a degree “Master of Law” (specialization – European Union Law), “Master of Economy”  (specialization – Economy of the EU).

The education programme is delivered by high-qualified professors of MGIMO-University, leading professors from Russian universities, universities of EU member states, experts and consultants of the EU institutions and Russian Ministries and Agencies.

The best students are offered study abroad in the universities of EU member-states with visits to  EU institutions.

Classes take place daily from Monday to Friday 17.30-20.20 – lectures and seminars; two times a week 16.00-17.00 (or 20.30-21.50,depending on students’ choice) – Lessons in foreign languages are also offered to students: English, French or German.

The teaching format is very wide, it comprises lectures, seminars, practical assignments; case studies, simulations.

Activity 5:

Management of the ESI.

The Governing Board 

The GB manages the general affairs of the ESI. The Board members were identified during the period May-July 2006. The EU Board members were chosen by EU MS embassies in Moscow and proposed to the European Commission which endorsed the list and communicated them to the Russian authorities. The Russian Board  were appointed by the Presidential administration, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of Education and the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade and from education, training and research institutes such as MGIMO and the Institute of Europe. At the first meeting of the Governing Board, the Board members appointed themselves for an initial three-year period as foreseen in the statutes of the ESI. 

Structure and powers of the Governing Board:

Representation in the Governing Board is ensured on a parity basis between the Russian Federation and the European Union side. According to the ESI statutes, the members of the Governing Board shall include the Rector of the MGIMO, the Director of the ESI and/or his/her deputy-ies, as well as representatives of the Administration of the President of the Russian Federation, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation, Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation, Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of the Russian Federation, Institute of Europe of Russian Academy of Science. The European Union side shall appoint their representatives to be included in the Governing Board.  The Governing Board may include representatives of scientific community as suggested by its members.

The Governing Board:

-elect the Chairman and the Vice Chairman;

-appoint and dismiss the ESI Director. The next appointment of the Director shall take place upon proposal of the Academic Council of the ESI. 

-approve the ESI Provisions and any amendment to the ESI Provisions; 

-develop the general strategy of ESI; 

-approve the Academic  Regulation of the ESI;

-approve the budget and the annual work plan of the ESI;

-approve the annual report of the Director on results of the ESI activity.

-take decisions on other major issues of the educational and scientific processes;

-supervise the observance of the training quality standards and their conformity to the highest European standards;

-decide on other issues related to the ESI general activity.

During the reporting period, the Board met three times, on 25 September 2006, on 15 December 2006 and on 16 March 2007. Meetings of the Governing Board are recorded in the minutes (see Annex 3)

The Governing Board appoints a “Bureau” composed of the Chairman of the Governing Board, the Vice Chairman, a representative of the European Commission and the Rector of MGIMO. The Bureau is a non-decision making body that will assist the Director in the management of the ESI and report to the Board. The Bureau meets regularly in between Governing Board meetings. On these occasions, the Director of the ESI will report on the implementation of the ESI activities to the Bureau.

During the reporting period, the Bureau met two times, on November 10, 2006 and February 13, 2007. Meetings of the Bureau are recorded in the Minutes (see Annex 4)

The Academic Council

The Academic Council is a collegial self-managing body of the ESI.

The main task of the ESI Academic Council is to unite the efforts of the ESI faculty to achieve a high level of education of students and further development of scientific studies.

The Academic Council:

· decides on draft curricula and programmes;

· comments on the reports on the educational, methodical and research work carried out by the chairs;

· comments on the results of period of stage of the students and teachers;

· approves research, reports and work plans of students;

· decides the state of and measures for further improvement of the students' research work;

· hears reports of the  chairs on contacts with the ESI graduates and develop measures for further improvement of professional training; 

· decides on other issues related to the ESI academic activity.

During the reporting period, the Council met 8 times. Meetings have been dedicated to draft curricula of Master programmes 2006-2007 and 2007-2008 academic years and short courses programme, training sessions in Portugal and in the College of Europe, summary reports of the ESI activities of the 1 and 2 semesters of 2006-2007 academic years, analyse of monitoring results. 

Next meeting of the Academic Council is planned on 23-24 October, 2007. 

Activity 6:

            ESI student selection for 2007-2008 academic year 
       The students for the new Master’s programme 2007-2008 were selected in accordance with the recommendations of the Governing Board (see minutes of Board meetings, Annex 3).


The call for students was posted on the website of the ESI (www.eurocollege.ru) on 1 March 2007 till 1 June 2007. 


A selection committee was set up and a selection procedure was established and agreed by the Board. At the end of the selection process, 103 new students have been admitted to study on the new Master’s Programme 2007-2008 (for more information, see Annex 5, Summary Report).

Activity 7:

Upgrading of the Master’s programme for 2007-2008 academic year (EU law, EU economy) and elaboration of a new specialization – EU politics 

Further to the experience gained during the first year of the Master’s programme, including the results of the evaluation of students and teachers, the new Master’s programme has been amended. Changes have been introduced into the Master’s programme 2007-2008, affecting both the first and the second semester. Regarding the latter, in addition to the existing specialisations in EU economy and EU law  a new specialization - EU politics - has been introduced. Overall the programme has been fine-tuned  and more attention will be paid to day-to-day running of the programme. (For a full description of the new Master’s programme, see Annex 6).

Activity 8:

Recruitment of teachers for Master’s programme 2007-2008 

Also in this case, further to the decision of the Governing Board, a committee to review CVs of teachers has been set up and a procedure has been selected. A list of teachers for the first semester has been finalised and a list of teachers for the second semester is now been developed (for more information, see Annex 7 Summary Report). 

Activity 9:

Short-term course (see Annex 8: programme, list of participants).

Short-term course for judges and lawyers from Russian Supreme Courts (25 persons) has been organized in MGIMO from 19.02.07 till 10.03.07. State certificates have been issued as a result of the successful completion of the programme. On invitation of the European Union Court of Justice the fourth study week (training internship) will be held at the premises of Luxemburg Court during the period  October 1-5, 2007.  Travel and accommodation for judges and lawyers will be paid by themselves.

Activity 10:

During the reporting period, the students of the Master’s programme have been given the opportunity to deepen their knowledge of the EU and of EU-Russia relations thanks to the following training sessions organised outside the premised of the ESI at MGIMO.

Training sessions – in Portugal (see Annex 10: programme, list of participants, report)

Training session – in the College of Europe (see Annex 11: programme of stay, list of participants)

Activity 11:

Monitoring and assessment through questionnaires 

ESI administration on a permanent basis have been monitoring and collecting questionnaires among the ESI students about content and organizational aspects of the Master’s programme and its implementation.

Summary reports and results have been presented and discussed at the Governing Board meetings. (For more information see Annex 12)

Activity 12:

Preparation and holding of Conferences:

1. International Conference “New trends in the European Integration and European Law and problems of teaching” took place December 15-16, 2006 in MGIMO, Moscow, Russia, 150   participants (see Annex 13: programme and the list of participants).
The conference focused on the   post enlargement of the European Union and on the situation created by the outcomes of the referenda on the Constitutional Treaty in France and the Netherlands; on the new trends arisen in the functioning of the European integration and on direct influence of the new dynamics and prospects within the European Union on the EU-Russia relations, such as the negotiations on the new bilateral agreement .

The conference launched an open discussion on these issues. Key academics and experts from Russia and the EU countries as well as high representatives of government bodies and officials of the EU institutions delivered their reports. Representatives of the Russian regional universities, which specialize in the area of the European integration and the European law, participated as well.

2. International Conference “PCA-2” took place February 16, 2007 in MGIMO, Moscow, Russia, 70 participants (see Annex 14)
3.  International Conference-seminar “EU-Russia energy dialogue”, “Kyoto protocol: ecological aspects of energetic” 2 successive sessions have been organized in cooperation with the International Institute of Energy Policy and Diplomacy, MGIMO and  took place in MGIMO in March-May 2007

The ESI management body is the Governing Board. It consists of sixteen members: 8 Russians and 8 representatives of other European countries. 3 members of 8 from the Russian side are representatives of the Russian ministries (Ministry of education and science, Ministry of economic development and trade, Ministry of Foreign Affaires), plus one representative from the Institute of Europe of the Russian Academy of Science and the Chairperson of the ESI Governing Board is Special representative to the President of the Russian Federation on EU-Russia relations. Above mentioned ministries helped in establishing the ESI and getting budget allocations for its functioning. These ministries, state authorities and their representatives work in a close cooperation with the ESI administration and help in disseminating information about the ESI, in attracting candidates from the Russian ministries and agencies to the ESI, in providing experts for special courses, in establishing cooperation with EU MS Embassies etc.

In the framework of international conferences, organized by the ESI, it has established links with Russian regional universities (Saint-Petersburg State University, Novosibirsk State University, Nizhny Novgorod State University, Volgograd State University, Kazan State University, Immanuel Kant State University in Kaliningrad, Saratov State Academy of Law, Voronezh State University, Krasnoyarsk State University, Rostov State University, Tomsk State University, Orel regional Academy of Civil Service, Ural State Academy of Law in Yekaterinburg, Tyumen State University, Ryazan State Pedagogic University), universities of CIS ( Kazakh University of the Humanities and Law, Academy of Public Administration by the President of Kazakhstan)  and universities and scientific centres of  Europe and US, as members from the European side in the ESI Governing Board represent the scientific community of the EU MS.

The training session in Portugal (25/03/07-01/04/07) on the invitation of M.Soares established links with state bodies of the country and contributed to dissemination of the information about ESI activities.
