CONCLUSIONS
of the international conference
 “New trends in the development of European integration

and European law and problems of teaching”
(Moscow, MGIMO-University, 15–16 December 2006)

We, the participants of the international conference organized by the European Studies Institute at Moscow State Institute of International Relations (MGIMO-University) in Moscow on 15-16 December 2006,

- convinced of the importance and utility of the exchange of opinions, which took place within the conference, for the understanding of the integration processes at our continent, perfection of the courses on European integration and European law taught in our universities and for the promotion of rapprochement of Russia and the European Union and its member states and formation of Greater Europe, 
- highly appreciating the opportunities for the establishment of the new contacts, extension of multilateral and bilateral cooperation and holding of consultations, offered by the Conference,
- taking into consideration the lately achieved significant progress in studies of the problems of European integration and European law and wide dissemination of these disciplines in the universities of the Russian Federation,

- striving for the establishment of permanent and tight working relations between all educational and research centers involved in studies of problems of European integration and European law, getting the synergetic effect, effective use and dissemination of the progressive experience, exchange of information about the available peopleware for the research and teaching, implemented and launching projects, delivered lectures and courses, accomplished, prepared and planned publications,

APPEALING TO THE ADMINISTRATION OF OUR UNIVERSITIES AND RESEARCH CENTERS, GOVERNMENT AGENCIES OF OUR COUNTRIES AND INSTITUTIONS OF THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITIES RESPONSIBLE FOR THE ISSUES OF HIGHER EDUCATION, WITH THE FOLLOWING PROPOSALS AND RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. To unite the universities and research centers of Russia and other European countries represented at the Conference, along with other organizations wishing to do so, into the All-European network of research and teaching of European integration, making use of the opportunities of the Russian-European educational internet-portal www.RU-EU.ru and for these purposes:  
- to send to the organizers of the Conference the basic information about the researchers and professors involved in studies and teaching of the European integration and European law, delivered and prepared courses on these problems, held and planned researches, accomplished, prepared and planned publications;

- to send to the organizers of the Conference the electronic versions of the educational syllabi, reports, papers, theses, articles, collections of articles, monographs, manuals and textbooks, which the participants of the network authorize the organizers of the Conference to make publicly accessible;

- to form the relevant databases on the basis of the rendered information, open access to which could promote the mobility of students and professors, forming of multinational interdisciplinary research groups and professor bodies, perfection of the courses, increase in the efficiency of the research, new high-level publications  considering everything published before; 
2. To hold in the European Studies Institute, if possible already in the second part of April 2007, the weekly professional development courses for the professors of Russian regional universities on European integration, European law, issues of functioning of the European Union and dynamics of the relations between Russia and the EU and for these purposes:
- to send to the organizers of the Conference, if possible until 12 February 2007, the applications for the participation of the mentioned short-term courses;

- to solve an issue on financing of the travel and lodging expenses in Moscow for the assigned participants of the short-term courses;
- to prepare by the resources of the European Studies Institute such a program of the short-term courses, implementing of which could afford to organize annual three-week professional development courses on problems of European integration and European law on the basis of the experience gained.

3. To regularly convene international conferences similar to the forum held. To hold them on the basis of the European Studies Institute with the participation of Russian regional universities and universities of the member states of the European Union, if possible, at least annually.  

4. To appeal to the Ministry of Education and Science of Russia with a proposal to include the course in European law into the state educational standard as a mandatory discipline

5. To develop a practice of invitation of key specialists from the organizations uniting in the network, including key professors from Moscow and St. Petersburg as well as from partner regional universities for the delivery of lectures and courses in European problems at Russian regional universities.
6. To offer the pages of the internet journal “All Europe.RU” also for the authors from the universities and research centers uniting in the network who write on the problems of European integration, European law and dynamics of relations between Russia and the EU.
7. To think over the holding of the series of meetings in the Russian regions to clarify the authorities of the subjects of the Federation and business about the opportunities for obtaining the basic knowledge on the issues of interaction with the European Union in the academic centers of the Russian Federation. 
8. To support the work of the initiative group on the requirements for the candidate (Ph.D) exam in European law.
9. As a first step in the implementation of the recommendations of the Conference to provide its participants with the updated list of the participants with necessary contact information.
10. To publish the materials of the conference and make it publicly accessible, and for these purposes:
- to send to the organizers of the Conference, if possible, by 29 January 2007, but not later 12 February 2007, the journal versions of the reports;

- to issue a special edition of the internet-journal “All Europe.RU” dedicated to the Conference
