Conclusions (report)

of the consultations between the

College of Europe and MGIMO University 


Consultations were held between M.R.Vuijlsteke, Director- General Development, on behalf of the College of Europe, and M.Entin, Director of the MGIMO-University Institute of European Law, on behalf of MGIMO, in the framework of study tour organized by the College of Europe for a group of Russian professors from MGIMO and other Universities.


Subjects, chosen for discussion, included:

· evaluation of the study tour,

· forthcoming Memorandum of understanding between the European Commission and the Government of the Russian Federation on creation and co-financing of the European Studies Institute (referred as ESI) in Moscow,

· drafting of a Statute of the ESI,

· preparatory work to launch a pilot course in the ESI,

· application for Tempus project,

· establishing cooperation with national and international foundations,

· access to the College of Europe intranet.

1. The common evaluation of the study tour was very positive. It provided Russian professors with the opportunity to exchange views with colleagues from the College of Europe on methodological issues, attend different introductory courses and do library research. It served as a major step to prepare forthcoming pilot course at the ESI.

2. Parties were unanimous in appreciating the intention of the European Commission and the Government of the Russian Federation to sign the Memorandum of understanding. They considered this step as very useful. It will confirm institutional links between the ESI and the College of Europe and will create a situation of certainty concerning financial contributions to the budget of the ESI.

3. The College of Europe will further refine its proposal of “Articles of Association” taking into account suggestions made by MGIMO concerning appropriate rules in force in the Russian Federation. It will do the same concerning internal regulations and financial administration.
4. The pilot course will be held in accordance with table attached. On the bases of acquired experience and with the help of Russian counterparts a report will be written suggesting curriculum for each module; repartition of subjects to be treated in the framework of lectures, seminars, research seminars and simulations; methodology of teaching; working materials to be given to students; list of topics for research papers and master thesis.

5. The College of Europe will elaborate in due time a concept of an application for Tempus project. Parties will agree later on precise dates when a delegation of  the College of Europe will come to Moscow to discuss these proposals.

6. Parties will contact a number of national and international foundations and other organizations eager to make contributions to the establishment and functioning of the ESI in cooperation with the College of Europe and promote relations between the European Union and the Russian Federation.

7. The College of Europe will explore a possibility of giving the ESI representatives free access to the College of Europe intranet.

Appendix 1

Explanation of the evaluation of research papers


1. The length of the research papers (referred as RP) is not less than 5 standard electronic version pages (in Times New Roman 12 and interligne 1) and not more than 7 pages.


2. They will be written by students at home.


3. In English and with references (doctrines, cases, legislation, bibliography)

4. When making evaluation teachers judge if the topic is properly developed and right answers are given.


5. Evaluation is made by the College of Europe invited professors and/or Russian teachers. Final marks will be given with the approval of both.


6. Initial lists of topics for RP are suggested by the College of Europe invited professors. Russian teachers add their proposals. The lists are finalized by the College of Europe invited professors.


7. Evaluation marks range from 1 to 100 points (in accordance with Bologna approaches). Students pass evaluation if the mark is higher than 60 points.


8. To receive diplomas students are to prepare 4 RP making their choices out of 6 modules.


9. Each student makes his proper choice out of the list.


10. Students may prepare RP on the same subject, doing their research work separately.


11. They are considered to be successful if the average mark of their 4 RP is higher than 60 points.
