· The supra-national model of integration: the Schuman plan (1950) for a Coal and Steel Community.

· The Treaty of Paris (1951) and its institutional pattern: a High Authority, a Council of Ministers, a Parliamentary Assembly and a Court of Justice.

· High politics or economic integration ?  The failure of a Defence Community (1954) and the development of an Economic Community (1955-1957).

· The Treaty of Rome (1957): its aims and institutions.
